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Offset Project Criteria

e Direct emissions reductions
e Located in Colorado

e 40,000 metric tons CO2-e reduced over
project life

e \We expect to pay $5-12 per metric ton
COZ2e to purchase offsets from selected
projects (~10-30% of total project cost)
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/40,000 metric tons CO2-e \
means:

Anaerobic digesters - manure from ~1,000 cows

Replace 20 million gallons of diesel with B20

Reduce 5 million gallons of gasoline
That’s 380 vehicles x 15,000 miles/year x 15 years

Reduce/displace 7.3 million therms of natural gas

Reduce/displace 7 million gallons of propane
That’s equal to avg. heat use of 12 x 75,000 sq ft buildings

Step 1: Go to

Step 2: Review project requirements
Located in Colorado
Additional — not business as usual
Direct emissions reductions
Real, verifiable and permanent reductions
At least 40,000 metric tons of CO, equivalent reductions— it is
possible to aggregate similar projects
Step 3: Submit a proposal using our form

Step 4: If proposal is approved, a more intensive review
process begins
